The Program

The Mission Endowment Fund Committee (The Committee) may annually award
scholarships using up to 40% of The Fund’s annual disbursement. These awards are to
be given to persons who show potential to serve as leaders of Christ’s church. Priorities
for such awards are as follows:

e Education for rostered leaders or those pursuing rostered status
e Undergraduate or graduate studies that will lead to a church-related occupation
e Undergraduate studies at an ELCA college or university

e Persons who demonstrate leadership who are pursuing a degree

Eligibility

Each candidate must:

e Be an active member of Christ Lutheran Church.

e Be enrolled or accepted at an accredited learning institution beyond the high
school level.

e Provide documentation for one of the following:

o acumulative grade point average of 3.0, based on a 4.0 grading scale, or
the equivalent of a B average;

o agrade point average of 3.0, based on a 4.0 grading scale, or the
equivalent of a B average for the last full academic year.

e Submit a completed application form (with required documentation) by the
deadline established by the Committee.

Awards

Recipients of the scholarship will be notified by the Fund Committee. Scholarship
awards will be sent to the financial aid office of the institution to which the recipient is
enrolled.

Selection of the Recipients

Applicants will be evaluated on all of the following: Essay, Recommendations,
Academic Achievement, and Financial Need. The Fund Committee will not discriminate
in their selection based on race, sex, age, national origin, disability, ethnicity, or sexual
orientation. The Fund Committee will recommend recipients to the Congregation
Council for approval.

Letters of Recommendation Instructions

Three (3) letters of recommendation are required.

1. Person from the Christ Lutheran Church staff, Chaplain, or campus pastor

2. Faculty or teacher who can speak for your academic achievements

3. Member of the community who can speak for your character
